What is The Big Butterfly Count?

The Big Butterfly Count is a nationwide survey run by Butterfly Conservation. It aims to help plan how to
protect butterflies from extinction, as well as understand the effect of climate change on wildlife. It has
become the world's biggest survey of butterflies. Over 111,500 citizen scientists took part in 2020, with
145,249 counts of butterflies and day-flying moths from across the UK.
